STONEBRIDGE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, INC.
COMMON AREA RULES AND
ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES

June 1, 2021
I.  AUTHORITY

Section 1, Article VII of the StoneBridge Community Association, Inc. By-Laws requires that the Board of Directors:


A.  Adopt and enforce rules governing the use of the Common Area


B.  Set standards for the personal conduct of the Members and their guests on the Common Area


C.  Establish penalties for the infraction of rules by Members

Section 2.02, Article II of the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions for StoneBridge (the Covenants) states that the Common Area shall be owned and held by the SCA for the common use and enjoyment of StoneBridge, and the Owners and occupants.  Section 2.05, Article II states that every Member shall have a beneficial interest of use and enjoyment in and to the Common Area.  

II.  DEFINITION

Section 1.01, Article II of the Covenants defines the Common Area as all property and the improvements thereon which may be conveyed by the developer to the SCA for the use and enjoyment of the Owners.

III.  RULES AND RESTRICTIONS

The following Rules and Restrictions apply to all of the StoneBridge Common Area except the land and facilities which compose the Swim and Tennis Complex.  The Swim and Tennis Complex rules and restrictions are published under separate cover.  The following activities are prohibited:


A.  Swimming, boating, and fishing in Common Area waters and wetlands


B.  Discharging firearms, pellet/BB guns, or using any type of bow-and-arrow, crossbow, or any other device 
used to propel a projectile capable of inflicting injury


C.  Camping


D.  Driving and/or parking any vehicle/conveyance on areas other than those designated for driving/parking


E.  Discharging fireworks


F.  Building fires of any kind for any purpose


G. Littering or disposing of refuse or waste materials and failing to pick-up pet litter


H. Erecting or constructing any permanent or temporary structure


I.  Displaying any sign, banner, or billboard


J.  Walking or exercising off-leash pets


K. Performing activities which cause damage to landscaping, structures, pavement, or property


L. Performing activities which cause excessive noise or pose a nuisance to nearby owners


M. Disturbing marine life and/or wildlife  

IV.  ENFORCEMENT

If you see someone fishing and you wish to act, follow the steps outlined in the decision tree that is now a part of the common area rules.  If a vehicle is onsite and appears to be used by the violators, a CURRENT StoneBridge homeowners windshield sticker will identify the violator as a resident subject to enforcement action by the Board of Directors of StoneBridge Community Association, Inc.  If there is no StoneBridge homeowners sticker on the windshield that person or persons should be considered a nonresident.
The Board will not actively confront a violator, resident or otherwise, nor will the Board call the police on behalf of anyone wishing to report a violation. 
The SCA is only responsible for the maintenance of the Duck Haven Pointe pond, the Imperial Circle pond, the Hunter’s Run pond that is fully encircled by privately owned residences, the small Waterbury Drive pond, and the large Waterbury Drive pond that is fully encircled by privately owned residences.

ALL OTHER PONDS BELONG TO THE GOLF CLUB.  ANY FISHING COMPLAINTS OR OTHER ISSUES CONCERNING THOSE PONDS SHOULD BE DIRECTED TO THE GOLF CLUB.

With the appropriate documentation, (a photograph of the violators and/or the vehicle driven by the violators), the following penalties may be levied for violation of prohibited activities:


A.  First Infraction.  Verbal notification of the infraction


B.  Second Infraction.  Written sanction/warning 


C.  Third and Fourth Infractions.  Assessment of violation fee of $50.00 to $$250.00


D.  Fifth and Subsequent Infractions.  Assessment of violation fee of $750.00 to $1,00.00


E.  In addition to the penalties named above, a Member's right to vote on issues before the general Membership  
and his/her right to use the Common Area may be suspended for up to ninety (90) days after receipt of written 
notice and the opportunity to have a hearing before the Board for infractions committed by the Member or 
his/her guests.

StoneBridge Community Association, Inc. has no authority nor legal standing to prohibit entry to StoneBridge nor to enforce violation of the criminal trespass laws.  If you believe you see any illegal activity, including trespassing on private property to engage in fishing, swimming, boating, or any activity you should call the Bossier City Police Department.  The Board of Directors will not call the police on your behalf.
